At Skoto
Gallery in Chelsea, the work glows like gold on plain white walls; at Contemporary
African Art on the Upper West Side, which is open only on Saturdays from noon to 6
p.m., it generates its heat with a more intimate kind of magic in an apartmentlike
space.
